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According to statistical reports, the average TOEIC score for Taiwanese university students
in 2014 was only 499 out of 990, far below the general requirements of most international
Icompanies and some local ones. Given the current heavy reliance of college students on
digital technology such as the internet and mobile phones, this course aims to provide
students with an online TOEIC course accessible anytime through digital platforms.
Differing from typical English proficiency courses, this "Fun with TOEIC" course will
Iemploy scenario-based conversational English in daily life, lively dual instructor
explanations, supplemented by clear and concise Chinese grammar animations presented by
professional tutoring teachers. Additionally, online supplementary materials for practice
and testing will be provided. This course is designed for university students interested in
lenhancing their English proficiency, with a target set for those who have not yet achieved
a TOEIC score of 750 (equivalent to the GEPT high-Intermediate Level). It is expected that
those who complete the course will experience relative improvement in their English
proficiency scores, while also cultivating the correct attitude towards learning English and
leffective study habits.
