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This course is designed to introduce students to the fundamental concepts and principles of risk
management, with a particular focus on understanding the nature and sources of risk in business
and financial contexts. It is tailored for students without a strong background in mathematics or
statistics, emphasizing clear, practical, and conceptual insights over technical models.
The primary objective is to help students develop a solid understanding of the various types of
risk that organizations face—such as market risk, credit risk, operational risk, and reputational
risk—and to explore how these risks can be identified, assessed, and managed in real-world
settings.
Through case studies, real-life examples, and discussions, students will learn:
e How torecognize different types of risk in business operations and financial decision-making.
e The causes and consequences of risk events, and how organizations respond to them.
e The role of risk management in improving organizational resilience and supporting long-term
strategy.
e The basic tools and frameworks used to think systematically about risk, including risk
mapping and qualitative assessment methods.
e The importance of risk culture, governance, and communication in building effective risk
management systems.
While the course introduces key concepts such as risk measurement and mitigation techniques, it
does not require advanced quantitative skills. Students interested in more technical tools—such
as Value at Risk (VaR) or statistical modeling—are encouraged to pursue advanced courses in risk
management after completing this foundational course.
By the end of the course, students should be able to identify and analyze risk factors in various
business contexts, understand the role of risk management in decision-making, and critically
reflect on real-world cases of risk success and failure.

This course is intended for all students who are interested in learning Risk Management in English. There
CEEEBEER lare no prerequisites or specific requirements, making it accessible to students from any academic
background.

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Students will watch the lectures (prerecorded videos) and take a quiz after each section, not after each individual
lesson.
